Mumbai: In a move that is
expected to have an impact
ahead of next vear's BMC
polls, the Maharashtra gov-
ernment has scrapped the
condition for hawkers to
have a Maharashtra dom-
icile certificate. This means
that to obtain a hawking li-
cence, applicants no longer
have to submit domicile cer-
tificates to prove residence
in the state for the last 15
years.

In an order issued on
Monday, the state urban de-
velopment department said
since most hawkers are mi-
grants, they are not able to
produce domicile certifi-
cates.
